Who we are

Wortelgat Outreach Trust is a registered charity which focuses on sharing Jesus Christ through
the wonder of relationships and creation. We offer camp, conference and retreat facilities
suitable for all manner of groups and we tailor programmes to meet their particular needs. We
are inter-denominational and aspire to serve people from every background and walk of life. It
IS our aim to provide excellent opportunities for camping, conferences and outdoor education
under Christian leadership and consonant with Christian values and principles.

Where on the earth can you find us?!

We like to tell people that the site is God’s own place, uniquely and picturesquely set in natural
vegetation of limestone fynbos and ancient milkwood thickets. It is located about 10 kilometres
west of Stanford, near Hermanus, in the Western

Cape, on the southern bank of the Kleinrivier |

Estuary (Hermanus Lagoon). From every vantage
point there are magnificent views of the Kleinrivier
Mountains across the lagoon.

Walk through the fynbos, climb and traverse the
koppies (hills), stroll in the shade of the Milkwood
Trees and meander along the lagoon edge.
These are the pleasures that await our visitors.
For the more adventurous, hike through
indigenous forests to the waterfalls on our
mountain land and enjoy a cool dip, the
breathtaking views, the fields of indigenous flora
and the variety of fauna; or pass through the
neighbouring nature reserve to a long, white sandy
beach and observe dolphin at play or mighty : M = '
whales spring and flip. View area from top of the mountain

Wortelgat Outreach Trust runs environmental, outdoor, educational, adventure, leadership and
team building programmes with a Christian ethos, promoting Christian values and principles
through experiences and relationships. We offer these programmes to churches, schools and
many other types of groups.

You will live in community in the staff house and will need to provide your own bedding and
food. The house operates on a “house kitty system” where an amount from your gratuity each
month is added to the house kitty - this amount will be used for communal mandatory meals
during the week and you will be expected to help cook suppers on a rotation basis.

You supply your own meals for the weekends.
During the week when we have catered camps you will eat suppers with the camp.
Your laundry will be done on a weekly basis.

You will be required to work one to two weekends a month (depending on staff quota). When
you are not working you are free to stay on site, go home or visit friends.

You will be required to help with duties in and around the house with consideration being a very
important factor.
